	11. A procedure to keep the Senate going during a filibuster in which the disputed bill is shelved temporarily so that the Senate can get on with other business.

	12. a rule used by the Senate to end or limit debate.

	13. amendments on matter unrelated to a bill that are added to an important bill so that they will “ride” to passage through Congress.

	14. the minimum number of members who must be present for business to be conducted in Congress

	15. an order from the House Rules Committee that permits a bill to be amended on the floor.

	16. an order from the House Rules Committee that sets a time limit on debate; forbids a bill from being amended on the floor.

	17. an order from the House Rules Committee that permits certain kinds of amendments but not others to be made into a bill on the floor.

	18. a device by which any member of the House, after committee has had the bill for 30 days, may petition to have it brought to the floor.

	19. a formal expression of congressional opinion that must be approved by both houses of Congress and by the president; constitutional amendments need not be signed by the president.

	20. an expression of opinion without the force of law that requires the approval of both the House and the Senate, but not the president.

	21. an expression of opinion either in the House or Senate to settle procedural matters in either body.
