	8. An angle that measures less than ninety degrees but more than zero degrees. 
	H. Obtuse Angle

	9. An angle more than 90° but less than 180°.
	I. Angle

	10. Two angles that have a common side and a common vertex (corner point) and don't overlap.
	J. Linear Pair

	11. A pair of adjacent angles formed when two lines intersect.
	K. Sides

	12. A pair of non-adjacent angles formed when two lines intersect.
	L. Acute Angle
