11. Folds in the inner membrane that provide the cell with more surface area for cellular respiration to occur.

6. The second reaction of cellular respiration  where pyruvic acid is broken down into carbon dioxide in a series of energy extracting processes.
7. Able to pick up a hydrogen ion and carry a pair of high-energy electrons which can be used to make more ATP. Also known as nicotinamide adenine dinucleotide.
