1. Also known as wart; hypertrophy of the papillae and epidermis caused by a virus:
2. Chronic skin condition producing red lesions covered with silvery scales
3. Primary lesion; raised, inflamed papule with a white or yellow center containing pus in the top lesion
4. Inflammatory, painful itching disease of the skin, acute or chronic in nature, with dry or moist lesions
9. When hair grows under the surface of the skin instead of growing up and out of the follicle, causing a bacterial infection
10. Second most serious form of skin cancer; characterized by scaly red or pink papules or nodules

15. Redness and bumpiness in the cheeks or upper arms; caused by blocked follicles
