1. Stable personality patterns that tend to endure throughout the life course and across social and cultural contexts.
2. A theory that is derived from the medical sciences (including neurology) and that, like other psychological theories, focuses on the individual as the unit os analysis.
3. A branch of psychiatry having to do with the study of crime and criminality.
6. The application of the science and profession of psychology to questions and issues relating to law and the legal system; also called criminal psychology.
7. A psychological perspective that builds on the Big Five core traits of personality.
8. A psychological perspective that stresses observable behavior and disregards unobservable events that occur in the mind.
9. An individual who has personality disorder, especially one manifested in aggressively antisocial behavior, and who is lacking in empathy.
11. The theory of human psychology founded by Sigmund Freud on the concepts of the unconscious, resistance, repression, sexuality, and the Oedipus complex.
14. A serious mental illness that distorts the way a person thinks, feels, and behaves. A primary feature, is the inability to distinguish between real and imagined experiences and the inability to think logically.
16. The psychological process whereby one aspect of consciousness comes to be symbolically substituted for another.
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
