2. Physical Weathering.  Animals that burrow in the ground loosen and break apart soil.
5. Chemical Weathering.  Rain water is naturally acidic however, burning coal, oil and gas pollute the air.  _______ causes very rapid chemical weathering of rock.

1. These cause chemical weathering by plant's roots growing and producing weak acids that slowly dissolve rock around the roots.
3. Another gas found in air.  It also causes chemical weathering when it dissolves in water.  The result is a weak acid called carbonic acid.  It weathers rock including chalk and limestone easily.
