2. A member of the ICS Command Staff responsible for coordinating with representatives from cooperating and assisting agencies or organizations.
3. The process and procedure for providing resources and other services to support incident management
4. An ICS application used when more than one agency has incident jurisdiction or when incidents cross political jurisdictions
5. In ICS, a member of the Command Staff responsible for monitoring incident operations and advising the Incident Commander or Unified Command on all matters relating to operational safety, including the health and safety of incident personnel. The Safety Officer modifies or stops the work of personnel to prevent unsafe acts
7. An individual, a piece of equipment and its personnel complement, or a crew/team of individuals with an identified work supervisor that can be used on an incident
8. The Incident Command System title for an individual responsible for a Division or Group
9. The organizational level having responsibility for operations within a defined geographic area. Divisions are established when the number of resources exceeds the manageable span of control of the Section Chief
12. A task given to a person or team to perform based on operational objectives defined in the IAP
13. An organizational subdivision established to divide the incident management structure into functional areas of operation. Groups are composed of resources assembled to perform a special function not necessarily within a single geographic area.
