1. Term referring to the assumption that heterosexuality is the norm, which plays out in interpersonal interactions and society and furthers the marginalization of queer people
2. (two words, no space) Describes a person's enduring physical, romantic, and/or emotional attraction to another person
4. An umbrella term for people whose gender identity and/or gender expression differs from what is typically associated with the sex they were assigned at birth
5. (two words, no space) The physical manifestation of one’s gender identity through clothing, hairstyle, voice, body shape, etc. (typically referred to as masculine or feminine). 
7. A person’s process of developing and assuming a gender expression to match their gender identity. Can include: coming out to one’s family, friends, and/or co-workers; changing one’s name and/or sex on legal documents; hormone therapy; and possibly (though not always) some form of surgery. 
8. At birth, infants are assigned this; The classification of a person as male or female
9. A term used by some people who experience their gender identity and/or gender expression as falling outside the categories of man and woman
