5. A layer of fatty tissue that encases the fiber of some neurons. Also helps speed up neural impulses. 
7. Junction between axon tip of the sending neuron and the dendrite or cell body of the receiving neuron. 
8. Neurons that carry outgoing information from the central nervous system to the muscles and glands. 
9. Receives messages from other cells. Very bushy and branchy.
11. Passes messages away from the cell body to other neurons, muscles or glands. Typically ends in terminal fibers.
