1. Tiny "sacs" in the lungs. They allow oxygen and carbon dioxide to move between the lungs.

5. Main passage way into the lungs. They are like "branches" that lead to the bronchioles.

11. An opening in the face that allows us to take in objects like food. This is also used to breath out carbon dioxide.

15.  A large tube that helps bring air to the lungs. Also known as the windpipe.
