9. an irritation and inflammation of the lining of the bronchi.
10. a chronic and episodic inflammatory disease that makes it difficult to breathe and causes coughing and wheezing.
12. a chronic, progressive, and incurable lung disease that causes difficulty breathing.
14. branches of the passages of the respiratory system that lead from the trachea into the lungs.
