	H. detrusor muscle

	10. tuft of capillaries surrounded by Bowman's capsule; filters blood based on size

	11. smooth muscle at the juncture of the bladder and urethra; relaxes as the bladder fills to allow urine into the urethra

	12. descending and ascending portions between PCTs and DCTs
	L. nephrons

	13. inner region of kidney containing  the renal pyramids
	M. internal urinary sphincter

	14. functional units of the kidney; carry out all filtration and modification to produce urine
	N. anuria

	15. below normal urine production of 400-500 mL/day
