5. part of the cell cycle including: gap1-normal cell growth, synthesis-DNA is copied, gap 2-more cell growth
6. first phase:chromatin condenses, nuclear membrane breaks down, centrosomes and centrioles move to opposite sides of the cell (POLES)
7. process by which the cell cytoplasm divides
8. pattern of growth, DNA replication, and cell division that occurs in a eukaryotic cell
9. second phase: spindle fibers line up the chromosomes along the cell equator (MIDDLE)
